

NEW LEVEL 1 UMPIRE ASSESSMENTS
The progression of the new Level 1 award continues apace.  As of 13th September 2014 England Hockey has introduced a new system for the assessment of Level 1 umpires.  This is to be used for Level 1 candidate umpires (old terminology) and Level 1 unassessed umpires (new terminology).  Umpires only need to be assessed if they wish to officiated in the Yorkshire Men’s Hockey League Divs 4 and above or Women’s Hockey League Div 3 and above.  The assessment games must be at that level, they cannot be done in the lower divisions.  It is up to the club to ensure that the umpire is ready for their assessment and able to manage at that level.  England Hockey has devolved responsibility for managing the assessments to County HUAs, therefore, to ensure quality control and standard practice, only those who are approved by the county HUA are able to carry out these assessments.
In order to arrange an assessment the umpire should organise a game at the correct level and contact Richard Skippings who will endeavour to provide an approved assessor.  Please allow plenty of notice as the assessors are busy people who also have umpiring or coaching appointments.
For Level 1 umpires who have done the new course there will be a fee of £17 to cover the administrative and assessor expenses.  The successful umpire will be given one year’s free membership of the YHUA.  For those candidates who did the old course there will be no charge as this was built in to the course fee they have paid.

UMPIRE DEVELOPERS

England Hockey has also announced the introduction of Level 1 Umpire Developers.  This new training course is for people who want to help umpires improve – through observing their on-field performance and then providing effective feedback. It is the first course on the umpire developer pathway and people who attend it are likely to be helping their club’s umpires or their HUA’s Level 1 umpires.  These developers will be part coach, part assessor and will operate only at or below the level to which county HUAs appoint umpires.  Umpire developers will be responsible for developing Level 1 umpires at club level.  The training course is ready to be delivered by accredited England Hockey Umpire Trainers or Tutors.  It last three hours and any club wishing to hose a course must provide a classroom free of charge.  The minimum number of participants is 10 so clubs may wish to liaise with other clubs in their area to attract the required number.  There will be a fee of £10 per person, payable to England Hockey.
